Identity Theft

A pamphlet mailed by the US Postal Service 
came in the mail last month with some very 
good information regarding how to avoid ID theft.  This pamphlet was put 
out by the Consumer Response Center of the Federal Trade Commission 
and the information in these articles is from the pamphlet. Forest Cove resi-
dents have been victims of mail box thieves.  For those who did not receive 
this pamphlet, I will be writing a series of articles dealing with how to deter, 
detect, and defend your identification.  This month gives information on 
ways that ID theft happens.  

Common Ways ID Theft Happens:  
Skilled identity thieves use a variety of methods to steal your personal 

information, including: 

 Dumpster Diving.   They rummage through trash looking for bills or 
other paper with your personal information. 

Skimming.   They steal credit/debit card numbers by using a special 
storage device when processing your card. 

Phishing.   They pretend to be financial institutions or companies 
and send spam or pop-up messages to get you to reveal your per-
sonal information. 

Changing Your Address .  They divert your billing statements to 
another location by completing a ñchange of addressò form. 

ñOld-Fashionedò Stealing.  They steal wallets and purses; mail, 
including bank and credit card statements; pre-approved credit of-
fers; and new checks or tax information.  They steal personnel re-
cords from their employers, or bribe employees who have access.
